
Guidelines, MA English Comprehensive Examination

Purpose:

The MA comprehensive examination represents the culmination of the abilities you
have been developing in the MA English program. It demonstrates your proficiency in
close reading, research, theoretical framing, and argumentation, and it shows that you
can identify, understand, and contribute to critical conversations on some aspect of
literature or literary studies.

Scope and Length:

Exam day preparations:

Faculty will upload the examination questions on the Canvas course shell at the
beginning of the exam period. Faculty will ensure that the lockdown browser is
enabled and will be present in the building for the duration of the exam in case there
are technical difficulties.

Scoring the examination:

Each response will be scored based on the following rubric. The scores of both faculty
readers will be averaged together. Students must receive a total average score of 8 or
above to pass the examination.
